•    Films should be no longer than six minutes in length.

•    Only three films are allowed per person. A completed entry form MUST be submitted for EACH film  
     submitted to the fest.

•    All projects should be made into YouTube videos on the director’s YouTube account. You must allow for   
     embedding of the videos on your YouTube account. We can’t wait to watch your films!

•    Please email your films as YouTube links to: teens@ahml.info.

•    Filmmakers must be 12 to 18 years of age. Adults may appear in the film, but should have no other  
     responsibilities in the production of the film.

•    In the case of a high number of submissions, we may not be able to show all of the films submitted to the  
     fest. We will notify you if your film will be screened at the film fest.
